3. What can a state get for $70 million? Florida spent it on ads against smoking. The ads were made mostly by kids. Result? The teen smoking rate made a big drop in just one year!

Christopher Columbus always heard people talking about sailing east. They would have to sail around Africa to get to the Indies. The Indies were India, China, and Japan.
